Eligibility Criteria: 

• Students must be enrolled in an undergraduate or master!s degree program at a post-secondary 
institution in Alberta, Nunavut or Northwest Territories. Students completing their final year in 2022 are 
eligible to apply. 

• Students may be enrolled in an accredited planning program, an unaccredited planning program, or a 
planning related field of study such as: urban, rural, environmental recreation, land use, or another 
program of study or design. 

• Student essay contest applicants do not have to be APPI Student members to apply for this award. 
• Student essay contest applicants do not have to self-identify and/or reside in an Indigenous, Remote, 

Rural or Northern Community. This award is intended cultivate an interest and further study in this 
realm of planning which is of paramount relevance in the APPI jurisdiction.
