Hands-on sessions that may include an outing in the
Regional Municipality of Wood Buffalo region (2-8 hours
including travel time).

Learning Tour

Activity which takes place offsite, and may be by bus, or on
foot, or other self-propelled form, and visit one or more sites.

Fast, Funny, and Passionate

Capture planning in today's world by giving a 10 minute
presentation that is funny and makes people think.

Idea Lab and Facilitated Conversations

Workshop style sessions that are highly interactive. A short,
informative component followed by group interaction that
fosters interactive and collaborative idea-growing.
